General Updates 

Shauna Wennerod, Sara Tucker, and Tina Roeder were all elected to three-year terms at the 
December 10th Library Board election.  Voters unanimously approved the 2% increase to 
the annual Library tax levy (2026-27) for the 2026 Fiscal Year budget, with 41 total votes.  
Results were submitted to the Village Hall clerk and oaths of office have been sent to the 
Rockland County Clerk. 

Programming 

Adults 

Our Gift of Art Show was very well attended, with approximately 250 attendees who 
enjoyed the food, music, artwork, and company of their neighbors!  Forty pieces sold in 
total, and the library netted $2275 from sales and $554 in other donations from the event.  

We offered a special after-hours documentary film screening of Hilan Warshaw’s 
Honorable Mr. Morgenthau, which drew 65 attendees. 

Our afternoon movies for adults still see low levels of attendance.  We are going to try a 
new time (1pm) starting next month. 

Children 

We have been offering our regular storytime programs and art classes, as well as the She 
Persisted and Book Adventures book clubs, and Family Bingo.  We are going to offer 
storytime both in the mornings and afternoons on Wednesdays starting in January.  Youth 
Fall art classes wrapped up early in December, and the next set of classes for Winter will 
begin in late January. 

Building 

The Library had a delayed opening on Tuesday, December 23 due to inclement weather. The 
Library was closed on Saturday, December 27 also due to weather.
