I. CALL TO ORDER
The meeting was called to order at 7:09pm by Ed Stanford.

II. APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES 
Kelly Ruby moved to approve the minutes of the February 11 meeting. Seconded by Tina Roeder. The motion was adopted unanimously.

III. PUBLIC EXPRESSION

IV. LIBRARY DIRECTOR’S REPORT 
Highlights from the report include the following:
· We are still awaiting log-in credentials and platform training from RCLS to complete the Annual Report.
· The Library was closed on Tuesday, February 3 due to a lack of functioning toilets, caused by frozen pipes.
· The Library was closed on Monday, February 23 due to a major snowstorm. The Library had delayed openings of 1pm on February 24 and 11:30am on February 25 due to icy road and sidewalk conditions.
· Our sprinkler and backflow systems were inspected on February 26 and passed inspection.
· Our Art Show of the Month featured the Nyack Art Collective, with 64 patrons attending the reception.
· The Piermont Historical Society generously loaned to us photo panels depicting the transformation of the village during the filming of The Purple Rose of Cairo in the early 1980s.  The panels were on display for a week leading up to a special screening of the film on February 27. Patrons enjoyed viewing the display and watching the movie.
· 18 patrons attended the Adult Book Club on The Berry Pickers by Amanda Peters. The group has grown large enough that we have permanently relocated their meeting space from the conference room to the Hudson room.
· Our regular Storytime programs and art classes, as well as the She Persisted and Book Adventures book clubs, and Family Bingo have continued throughout the month.
· During the week that the South Orangetown Central School District was closed for break, we hosted a special screening of Willy Wonka and the Chocolate Factory on Friday, February 20.  We provided pizza and other refreshments for the 48 attendees. For many of them, it was their first time visiting our library.

The scavenger hunt would have an educational focus, providing participants with the opportunity to learn about the relevant historical events that took place in our area during the Revolutionary period. We also discussed plans to decorate the library with bunting and other patriotic decorations, along with historical photographs. The director is also considering hosting an American Revolution trivia event as well as enlisting a guest speaker to present a lecture on the history of the flag.
